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Abstract

One of the indicators of a healthy family is the establishment of favorable re-
lations between parents and children, which has faced many changes from the
past to the present. In this way, the family structure, the way parents interact
with each other and their Parenting Styles, as well as the generation gap that
exists between parents and children, plays a very important role in the forma-
tion of interactions between family members and creating an authoritarian or
democratic context. Considering that the role of parents in the formation of
interactions in the family is very important; The present study aims to explain
the formation and status of dialogue between parents and children in Yazdi fam-
ilies. For this purpose, a qualitative approach and grounded theory method and
theoretical sampling were used and 25 couples from normal families in Yazd
were selected and interviewed in depth. The collected data were categorized
into open, axial and selective coding includ 16 main categories, 67 secondary
categories. To sum up, these categories were presented in one core category
of “gap of Theory and Practice in dialogue with children”. Accordingly, the
paradigm model and theoretical scheme of the research were presented. The
explanation of the results generally shows the gap between the subjective belief
and the practical challenges in the interaction of parents and children, and it
affects the dialogue situation in the family. In fact, although parents intellec-
tually believe in establishing constructive interactions and dialogue with their
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children, but in practical terms due to time constraints, communication technol-
ogies, parents’ culture and generation gap they are still involved with problems
in the formation of interactions.

1. Introduction

Family as the most important and fundamental social institution and as the nu-
cleus of the formation of social relations, has completely direct effects on oth-
er institutions of society and is responsible for special roles and functions by
providing a set of human needs. Family relationships are the basis of family
life and functioning. It is through communication that families are defined and
members learn how to organize meanings (Miller, 2017). Therefore, one of the
most important characteristics of any family is the way of communication and
interactions between family members with each other and this desirable com-
munications, will guarantee the health of the family and consequently the health
of the society. Nowadays, families have shifted many of the responsibilities to
other social institutions, and one of their most important emotional functions
is to foster constructive relationships and positive interactions among family
members. Families, as communication systems, continue to replicate them-
selves across generations through interactions with one another. In each system,
a family develops its own communication codes based on the individual experi-
ences of its members as well as the collective experience of the family (Miller,
2017). In fact, children absorb the traits, behaviors, and characteristics of their
family from the moment they are born until they reach adulthood, and their
behavior reflects the environment in which they grew up.The dialogue pattern
can be seen as a form of communication that creates equal interactions among
family members, allowing parents and children to strive for a common under-
standing. Having this dialogue-oriented atmosphere in the family helps children
enhance their communication skills, as these skills are essential for their adult
lives. During that time, they need to be able to navigate the complexities of so-
ciety through constructive dialogue and communication (Cheal, 2009). Accord-
ing to the latest research in the country, dialogue time between family members
has decreased from 2 hours to 20 minutes over the past 20 years. (pamfa, 2022).
Therefore, considering the reduction of dialogue time between families, fam-
ily changes in today’s society and the important role of the family in the field
of desirable communication and And creating a dialogue-oriented community,
research in this field is necessary. While some more traditional cities, like Yazd,
have economic and social indicators that classify them as developed provinces,
they still maintain many of their traditional family and cultural-religious traits.

This creates a unique blend of modern and traditional elements. These contra-
dictions have also impacted the culture and communication spirit of the general
population, disrupting relationships at various levels and creating communica-
tion gaps and inequalities based on gender, age, generation, and so on. On one
hand, family communication that used to be strong has faded, while on the other
hand, the persistence of certain traditional traits, such as male authority, gender
stereotypes, patriarchy, etc., has caused significant harm, especially to families
in Yazd. Therefore, considering these cultural and social characteristics and the
existing contradictions, the aim of this research is to explore the context and
state of dialogue between parents and children.

2. Method

Since to the subject, objectives and questions of the present study is to interpret
how the dialogue between parents and children develops and its current state, an
interpretive paradigm have been employed.methodology in this study is a qual-
itative research and among the various methods of qualitative research, it uses
the strategy of grounded theory.samples were selected through Purposive and
theoretical sampling to achieve saturation and 25 couples from normal families
in Yazd were selected. In-depth interviews were used for data collection. With
the permission of the participants, the interviews were recorded and each inter-
view lasted between 70 and 180 minutes. Theoretical coding method was also
used to analyze the data, which is used for data collected to develop the ground-
ed theory. During the analysis through theoretical coding, various methods are
used, including open coding, axial coding and selective coding. These coding
methods are not as distinct steps but they are as different ways for analyzing the
text that the researcher moved between them or used a combination of them.
The validity of findings was ensured through Prolonged Engagement, peer re-
view, negative case analysis, member checking and deep description.

3. Findings

The collected data were categorized into open, axial and selective coding in-
clude 16 main categories, 67 secondary categories. these categories were pre-
sented in one final category of “gap of Theory and Practice in dialogue with
children” and These results have reflected in paradigmic model. This model has
different components and the central phenomenon is Dialogue with the chil-
dren: From Idealistic thoughts to Interactive challenges. Causal conditions in
this study are instilling parental culture in children, desirable beliefs and behav-
iors in communication with children, interactive challenges with children and
educational challenges of raising children that affects the central phenomenon.
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Disparate actions in opposition to the child>s opinions and modeling from par-
ents are some of the contexts of the present study, which is in fact the context
that exists in Study community and the strategies and actions under it manage
the central phenomenon. Third-person effec, generational/cultural gap and ex-
pansion of new communication technologies are intervening conditions that af-
fect and facilitate research strategies. Contextualization for dialogue, improving
educational methods and destroying interactive contexts is formed under the
influence of contextual and intervening conditions and in response to a central
phenomenon. Due to the central phenomenon in this study, the strategies of this
phenomenon include both positive and negative strategies. The consequences
of the strategies of the participants in this study include impulsive/reactive be-
haviors, Passive behaviors, avoidance of dialogue and increasing interactive
capacities. In fact, the consequences are the negative or positive results of the
strategies that the actors have adopted in the face of the central phenomenon and
affected by the contextual and intervening conditions. In the present study, con-
sidering that the strategies of the participants include both positive and negative
cases, its actual and potential consequences can be both negative and positive.

4. Conclusion

The present study shows that despite changes in parenting styles and parents»
approaches to establishing good relationships with their children, there is a gap
between mental beliefs and the practical challenges among parents and chil-
dren. According to the modern life-world, although belief in desirable relation-
ships with children has been established, in practice and in accordance with the
traditional life-world, these relationships still face practical challenges and it
transforms the parent-child relationship into a one-sided, authority-based, and
hierarchical relationship by consolidating and reproducing traditional structures.
in fact, what is happening in the current era and Intertwined life-worlds are
challenges and tensions that exist despite believing in the necessity of desirable
interactions between parents and children in their relationships, and cannot be
changed without creating an equal perspective based on mutual understanding.
Therefore, given the importance of the issue and since people of different ages
and periods experience family dialogue in different ways, in order to under-
stand this issue more accurately, it is necessary to conduct qualitative research
to compare the status of dialogue among different generations and from the
perspective of children, in order to enable comparison and comparison between
these two perspectives.
